100 children who enter Standard I, net mors than 40 reasch
Standard V, testifying to ths megnituds of wastage %f human
and financial resources., The amount of wastage is so great,
sspascially in the first two standards that ths cost of
sducation is rajised threes to four times the basic cost

which otharwiss would have bsen incurred,

The causes of drop-suis are many. In spite of the
prograss recorded in rscsnt ysasxe, tiw aversge per caplta
income of the femily continuss to bs very low especislly
An the rural arsas., An ovsrwhslming percentags of childzen
come from families which sre pooxr and large in size. In
many fanilies, children are sffeciively excluded from schoel
duse %0 poverty and factors sssocisted with 1%, such as,
poor hsalth and nutrition, insbility %o buy school clothing,
bocks and schoel suppliss, widesprsad use of child labour
in the fislde and looking after youngexr children at home,
The girls ars tha most affected as the zesistance to the
education of girle continues. Basasides these sconomic and
sacial factors thare arxs thoss which have theix origin in
the school itself., fox sxampls, schools in unastrastive
surzroundings functioning with untreined or inadsquatsly
trained teachexs, lasck of good instructional materials
and text-books, over-crowdsd surricula, and s rigid system
of annusl sxaminations sre some of the major factars which
