A NOTE ON COGNITIVZ DISSONANCE ANALYSIS

It 48 recalled that the analysis of the relation-
ship between dducation and Attitudes of woaen showsd that
with incresse in the level of educatien, the proportion ef
women having attitudes favoursble snd conforming to the
design of a new socisl order envisaged in the Indian con-
stitution, also increased, This relationship showed that
eaducation buft 2 positive relationship with attitudinal

‘Flttom of wonen.
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However, there has been s criticisa in general
against the laportance given to such relationships in the
realm of sttitude studies., It is felt that one may dis-
play positive attitudes but not corresponding positive
behaviours, Ofcourse, this is en ege old debate which
dates back to Flato {and Socratss) who had stated that
knowledge is virtus, while a little later Aristotle had
sontended this opinion and stated thet virtue is a matter
of habits. Knowledge need not result in virtue, The
seme controversy his surfaced again in modexrn psychologli~
cal literature wherein divergence has been obgerved bet-
woen attitudes held by a person and the bshaviours displayed
by the sswe person. This divergence between atti tudes
and dehaviours has been referred to 8s cognitive disso~

It is in this context that a otuév of selected
behaviours of the respondents in this saaple was alee
carried out in relation to the attitudes held by them
on the seme components that havs constituted attltudes
in this etudy.

Hathodeleqy?

If on an attitudinal statenent in a given area
of 1ife, & certain prapbrtion of women had expressed
thﬁutolvwl in faveur, then it is expected that the same
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preportion of women slso displsy corresponding behaviourss
this is tsken to mean that there is consistency in attie
tudes snd behaviours and there is ne dissonance. But as
variations were observed between the frequencies of
attitudes and behaviours, it was felt that for operationsl
purposes, 3 divergence of 235 percent of fraquencies may
be allowed, Any devistion within 25 per cent on the
sttitudinal score ia taken as consistent and any score
beyond 4t will be taken as a case of inconsistency indie
cating cognitive dissonance,

HCLUSIONS

Inconsiastency between attitudes and behaviours
has been observed i{n all areas of life among different
levels of educated wonen, as well as illiterates.

Inconsistency decrsases and consistency ine
creases after the secondary level and from the graduate
level of education. Highest degree of consistency is
observed among professionsl and post-graduate educated
woaen followed by qnduato wonen.

1t appesrs that prizary and sesondary education
h"u not been able to bear any influence on the behaviour
f women though in few cases they have favoursble atti-
tudess otherwise they axe on par with the illiterate
women, It is also poasible that there may be certain

sociological or econonmic constraints on them., For



instanes, irrespective of their views on dowry they may

Fermal education for woaen gained impetus even in
the induetrialized world at a auch later pazt i.0., tewards
the siddle of the 19th century. In the developing werld
ineluding India, wemen's education gained momentum only
in the last twe decades, slthough, many of the developing
countrieos ohcouraged weaen's education snd made constitu-~
tional provisiens for the same after they attained inde-
pendenge by the aiddle of the twentieth century.

- T MMt of India has introduced many meas-
sures ttﬁ time to time and adopted new educational poli-
cles t» provide feor the educetion of girls. A country wide
HiTvey wes mum in 1973, which had alse been declared
‘r the Issernstionsl ugmn-'o yvear, to onlpato the position
of women in the process of nationsl development, The
Teport recommended several measures to improve woaen'‘s
sducation tewards achieveaent of national development
goals. This suzvey slso highlighted the data gaps in
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aspects relating to welfare of women., During the last
decade, & number of gsurveys and studies in different
pazts of the country have tried to bridge this data gap

and have enabled a slightly better understanding of the |
status of women in soclety.

The U.N, Decade for women (1973«88) has also
helped &n this regard by generating interest in the

Yomen
of Bangalore city which is the only metropolis in the
state, form the universe. IThe saaple included wonen from
all levels of education including illiterates to get a

lrltn. lower primary, upper prisary, secondary, graduate,

Data Sase and Saaple Selegtion:

For the present study, a household list of both
~educated and unschooled wosen was needed for sample selec~
tion. 3Such s list was not readily available. The only
set of data available at the time of study pertaining te
the universe was the data from the Bangalore city survey
(1S2C, 1973) Froject. This report focusses on the secio-
scononic status of the househelds in Bangalore city. 1t
reclassiffed the sixty three census divisions of the city
inte feur msjor zones namelyp tlilgh, High medius, Lew mediua
and Low in accordance with their socio-economic conditions.

The present research adopted this classification
of Bangslore city in its semple selection. A sulti-staged
stratified random sempling technique was used te draw the
sawple for the study. This was to ensure representatien

of women fros diverse socio-economic backgrounds.

The sanple salection was done in four stagest

a) Stratification of the clity.
B) Selection of the division in each sirotl.
¢) Selection of the blocks in each division.
L) Selection of tha heuseholds.

The total woaen population in 21 divisions selec~
ted for the study in 1979 were 279210, 04,25 per cent of
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this universe were selected for the present study using
stratified rendoa sampling technique. In all, 21 divisions
were visited and 700 wonen were interviewed. In each of

the educational categories, thers were 100 respondents,
Sample details are given in appendix 1.
Jashnigues of Data Collgction:
Survey techniques were primarily used to colleect
deta, Structutad questionnaire with built«in flexibilities
for possible deviations were canvassed. At times, personal

interviews were also conducted, All illiterates and lower

primary educated were interviewed,
Qiestionnaires

The questionnaire sought to collect the follewing
four types of information:
a) General information about respondents.
b) . Information on education and social mobility.
¢} Information on attitudes of ths respondents.
d) Infornatioﬁ on behavioural patterns of the respondents.
4) General infersation sbout Xespondenta:

Ihis included information in regard to age, reli=
glon, meritalestatus, nuuber of children, education, occu-

pation end incone of the respondents. Inforaation was
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also sought regarding the quslification and occupation eof
respondents' parents and husbands, They are analysed end
reported in chapter 1V known as profile of the sample,

b) Infermstion on edycation and social wobAlLty!

This part of the questionnaire sought information
oh the weblility pattern in the context of education and
occupation over three generations i.e., R, RU and AW,

In sddition, information on uuﬁ and place of birth of
respendents was also collected. They are analysed and
presented in chapter V known as iducation and Soclal
Mobility.

¢) JInfexmation on attitudes of the respondentss

In thig section of the questionnaire, the asttitudes
of the respendents tewards social institutions in certain
importent aress of life such as: education, enploymsent,
aarrisge and fawnily, politice, religlon and social life
were investigated. They are analysed and reported in
chapter VI (P;rt A) known as Sducetion and Social Change.

Inforaation on tha behavioursl paterns of the res-
v pondents !

In this section, information on. the behaviourasl
Patterns of respondents towards social institutions in
certain impertsnt sreas of 1ife such as: education,

Edlet Study:

A pllot study was carried out to ascertain if the
questions included in the schedule were coaprehensive,
whether the items provided under sach section were rele~

Ten per cent of the larger representative sauple
(that 4s 70 for a sample of 700) were interviewed fer the
pilot study. They ware later left out for the final study.

statiaticel Technigues:

The basic technique used is siaple percantages and
nrbil éu’cxipuom to discuss the profile of the sample,

To compare mobllity patt.arn asong three qcnorauom,

psrcentages wre uud as chief analyucal technique.
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The sttitudes of woman towards social change was
measured by using Likert's scsle. Chi-square tech-
nique was used for the analysis of attitude date and
significant cosparisons were zade between greups of res-
pondents froa different levels of education. To analyse
the behavioursl patterns, percentays coaposition of women

from different levels of education vere covpared.

Cognitive dissonaneo analysis was made by using
two way tables te check on consistency between attitudes
and behaviours, All through the analysis, education was
treated as #n independent variable, while social mobility
snd social change were taken as dependent variables,

Elold Work:

Data was collected fron 700 woaen with diffezent
levels of education living in Bangalere eliv. Si{x menths
were spent in the field work. Interview technique was
adopted in the case of illiterates and lower primary edu-
cated and those who could not follow the questions, while

ther respendents with higher levels of education filled
In the schedule by tbinulvn. On an average, it took
sbout 2 heurs te finish the interview with illiterates

and school educated resrondents, while some of ths primazy,
iecondary and ¢ollage educated took half this time to

finish the ﬁluuonnuro.
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Being a woman and a Tesident of Bangalore city,
the rTesearcher had no problea in establishing rapport
with the respondents.

agope and Lisitations:

The present research study has two foci: it is a
study of the pattern of social mobility aaong three gene~
rations of wemen namely the respondent (R) her mother (M)
and her grend mother (i), Fatterns of soclal mebility
aTe studied in the background of educsational attainaents
of three generations of women., Another focus of the study
is to identify the general change in attitudes and beha-
viours of women with different levels of educstion in the
context of expscted attitudes and behaviours, =z=Zxpecta~
tions are set in the fremework of the constitutional values
of equality, liberty, fraternity, and justice. In the
light of changes taking place, the question eaerges whe-
ther education is changing or weskening, continuing or
Teinfereing the sttitudes, values, beliefs and thought

It is recalled that detailed findings on the re~
lationship between :iducstion and Social 'tedbility, and
dducation and Social Change have bewen given under relevant
sections in Chapters 1V, V and VI in the body of the
thesis, Here follows a sumiary of the significent find-
ings of the study.

Irxespective of the level of education of Re 1L ¢
e observed that there has been almost no occupational

mobility from R\d te wWd. ©Gut the scenario changes in the

case of oecﬁpauonal wobility from A4 to R especislly as
one €xosses the primary level. Secondary level of educa-
tion appears to be the first turning point in eccupational
woblility of women as much as the gradusts level, However,
mobility shift 1s observed at secondary, graduate, poet-
graduate and professional levels of education., UYWith three
axceoptions, all the 697 Riis were housewives and the excepe
tional women had taken up jobs in the professional category,
But thexre is s slight, though negligible, improvement in -
the case of Rd, 28 out of 700 Ris were eaployed and sll

of thea had a minimum of secondary education., 20 out of
these 28 wosen were engaged in the high status jobs viz,.,
professional.

It was quite low smeng
graduate wemen., In case of graduate respondents, it is mestly
urbsn-urban ajgration taken as migration from urban ereas
of Karnataka to Bangalore city.

On the whole, assets possessed by respondents i,
relatively low, except among post-graduate and professiena]
respondents, 'Thu _qomnlly low status emong wemen may Lg
due ts the treditionsl practices and customs wherein weaen
were not comsidered heirs te ancestral property except
stridhana, cash/geld/silver given to & wemen st the tine
of marrisge snd asintensnce, Only Kerals state was an
sxcoption in this regerd. After the introduction of Hingy

(o) Findings on attitude of women towards religions

Bducation appears to be a significent differential
§n the religious attitudes of women, %Women, in genersl,

appear to be religlous irrespective of the level of sduca-
tien but avong those who are not so, increasing proportions
belong to highar levels of education. This is ruflected
in the attitude of women towards ‘'uod'j observance of Tre-
iiglous practices, preference for science education, ete.
Sut slear-cut attitudes in relation to education are not
ebsesvable in case of perforning death rites and sacrificlal
rites etc, Irrespective of levels of educetion, wosen
believe in God (with slight differences), disfavour com=
pulsory reading of religious texts, disfavour suicide under
any circumstances, and believe in one's ablility for achiev-

ing suceens,

(f) Eindings on Social Attitudas of “oaens

Clear differences ara observed in the attitudes of
winen utih different levels of educatien towards thelir
soeial relationship with high and low caste people. Accep=
tance, at mentsl l\cvol. of high caste paople is quztekhigh
st .n levels of aducation; acceptance of low caste people



s l_o- ot all levels, ¥hatever differences are observed
are 80 only in regard to strong agresment versus agree~
ment and strong disagreement versus disagreement. Only
the pest~graduates and professionals fall s 1ittle apart
frem other women. ¥%hile lower levels of educated women
have a higher acceptance of high caste and lower sceep~
tance of low caste persons, the secondary and graduate
women show moderate acceptance pstterns for both groups,
and the post graduate and professional woaen reveal o
high acceptance of both high ceste and low caste people.

Mental acceptance of persons belonging te high
ucie-oeonouic status: women fall into three groups in
terms of their attitude to persons of low SiS and high
SES, The lower levels of educatad and illiterate fera
one category (with a few exceptions), the secondary end
graduste form another distinct group, and post graduste
and professional women forn the third greup. Considers-
ble proportion of illiterates disfavour receiving and
visiting people of both high and low SES people.

Tate and primazy levels, soderate proportion at secondary

and high agreements at graduate and higher levels of edue

Differential attitudes sre observed between women
upto secondary level and wonen at higher levels of educs~
tion vl_nroin the former are very strict about girle' going
to public places unaccoapanied by elders or witnessing |
caberet dances. Yomen with higher levels of education are
rather less reserved in this regerd.

Differences across levels of education sre net
eignificent as wonen irrespective of levels of education
either strongly agree or strongly disagree for '-?"' follow=
ing statements: Women should not take to prostitution even
1f 1t &s licensed or regulated, and prostitutes should be
treated as normal wosen. The minimum proportion whe are
relaxed in this regard are those at the post—graduate
level, and only 9 per cont are relaxed. 0Byt when econo-

mi¢ constraints are taken as rider, marginal proportion
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of women 4Ye not so reserved and they sre at the
lower hnln. There te uniformly high strong agreement

with the view that women police officers slone ghould
asttend to women offenders.

III B. Findings on Behaviour:

Findings on Behaviour fall {nto four groupe: Ne
associstion between behaviour and level of education)
positive associstion with increasing levels of educa~
tiong ¢lear differences betwesn school and college educa-
ted; and behaviour which sre unique to certein level/levels,

In majoxrity of cases, parents have played declsiwe
role in regard te the educaticn and merriage of the res-
pondents. 'lajority of employed experienced waiting time
for the jobs, held secured jobs, earned less than their
husbands and supplesented faally incone. Majority of
respondents exercised thelr franchise, were religlous in
their fanily 1ife snd had raservations sbout higher levels
of soclal interaction with the people of higher and lower

castes/classas.

Gducation showed a positive association (as level
of education rises 'the expected behaviour is also observed
among increasing proportions of respondents) with expected

behaviours in regard to the following: Freferences for



¢co=education, lcvo_l of education of dsughters, selfemansge-
mant of salarles, not giving dowry, preference to nuclesr
fenilies, sharing of decisions in regard to family life
including adoption of family Planning, less importance to

religion, higher interaction with persons of other caste/
claes.,

The eollege educated differ from the school educe~
ted (illiterates not considered) in regard to the following
behaviours: scononic problems, parental restrictions and
oarly marrisge affected school educated wenen in aequiring
higher education though they aspired for it, dmploynent
18 essential for school educated to supplement family in-
some which is relatively not 30 in case of college educe=
tad women, School educated women played a low-key role in
family decisions. iiigher educated discussed politics in
relatively larger proportions,

Unique behaviours are observed smong the fellow-
ing levels of educated; they are as follows: Hmpleyed
1111 terates work for longer duration, do not observe
periodical fasting and feil to assist (as is expected)
in eurricular work pof the children. GSecondary school gre-
duates get leisure time educstion (for ege, music and dance)
for their deughterss had paid dowry in cash to prospective
husbands. College graduates prefer to be in employment,
Post graduates do not observe religious rituals,



In several zespects, Post-graduates and professionsls
together display behavicurs totally different from others in

zegard to the follewings job satisfactiony continuing educe=-

tion3 personal savings; exercise of powers at Mus soclel
interactions etc,

II1 C Findings on Cognitiva Dissonance:

Inconsistency between attitudes snd behaviours has
been observed in all sreas of life ssong different levels
of sducated women s well as f11literates.

Inconsistency decreases and consistency increases
after the secondary level and froa the graduate level eof
education, Highest degree of consistency is observed
smong professional and post graduste educated women
followed by graduate wonen.

It appsare that primary and secondary education
have not been able to bear any influence on the behaviour
of women though in a few cases respondents have expressed
favourable attitudes; otherwise, they are on par with the
1111 torate women, It is also possible that there nay be
certain oociologicfl or econoaic constraints on them, for
instance, irrespective of their views on dowry, they imay
be ferced by soclety to pay dowry. "Agaln, irrespective of
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their views on Prefurence for higher education, they

- May not have sdequate resources to send thelr children
to higher education,

CONCLUSIONS

There is & genersl assumption that education is
8 great leveller. It is a2 chief instrusent of soclal
and ecenomic mobility for lower strata of society and
weaker sections like women., It works against stratie
fication and towards an egalitarian society. In cease
of women, it facilitates economic freedoa which is essen~
tisl for promotion of equality and eventual enancipation
of women against all forms of domination and exploitatiem.

Zducation is also believed to be # chief instru-
mant of social and aconoaic chenge. It will lead to

This study has shown that such expectations from
education are not adequately fulfilled. It is true that
cortain levels of sducation are distinctly associsted
with certain types of wmobility and social changes. But
generalisations cannot be msade in regard to the relation-
~ ship between sducation in general and desired social and
economic changes. For instance, primary educstion has
proved to be very essential for educational mobility
among women, Similarly, secondary education §{s critical
for occupational mobility among women. For social mobilzty'
in gonoraiiiinlllnq the atatus of women, primery educatian
has & limited role. A minimum of secondary sducation ig
essential for all women to raise their status in society,
It is doubtful to presuas that higher education will lead
to higher mobility. In case of graduate women, graduate
level of education has not contributed to their higher :
status sither in teras of thalr occupstional mobility or
increase in status due to migration. All women enjoy
(or suffer) low status in regard to the assets they possess
irrespeetive of their educational levels. But post-—gra-
duate and professionsl levels of education do make a
clesr-cut, indelible iapression in elevating the astatuas
.¢f women. cven woman have shown a preference for caréer

orianted ¢Buro¢s rsther than cenersl education.
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Future efforts in educationsl planning should be
geared to: '

(8) Strict messures te enforce universalisatien
of priasary education for girles

(b) Provisien of facilities and encouragement
through incentives for a minimua of secon-

These are the definite ways of raising the status
of wenen in socliety. In addition, women should be dis=
esaursged through appreopriate guidance amnd counselling
processes to eschew gensral graduate sducdation. ixcep-
tiens may always be nmade in case of those who have an
aptitude fer such courses. cven from a national or aagre
perspeciive, tiw drain on resources can be ainimieed,

The iSducation Commission 1966 had envisaged that
odueation {8 the chief instrument of social change. This
is the role ascribed te education in societies which be-
nm in democxatic, non-violint and peaceful changes,
Beucation does not appesr te have belied the expecta-
tions frem 1t in this regsrd theugh the performance ie

Sehool education does not appear to have made
as much dent in bringing avout social change as higher
education. In ganeral, the higher educated, aspecially
the po.t-gtmlﬁ and professional levels have dxsplayod.
posi tive Atutudu {in the aress of education of wonen,
employment for woaen, "arriage and fanily life, politi-
¢al partieipetion and social life. Attitudes in reli~
glous life form an axceptional trend. ‘igaan with higher
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edueation prefer professional Jobs, are against dowry,
herescepe marriages; they are fer late narriage, adop~
Yen of family planning methods, use of contraceptives,
storilization, abortien, ete. They favour setive peli-
tical participetion of women, eariched secial interaction
8tross all social groups etec. These sttitudes are alse
well corrobersted in the behaviours of higher educated
women and they are reflected in low cognitive dissonanee.

The findings revesled in the study should net be
~taken to imply that higher education alone brings about
setial change. and, thus, all women should be given higher
edugation, It is quite possible that women with higher
odusation belong in relatively larger preportion to wpper
middle and upper strata of society.
