SUMMARY OF THE WO

RK DONE, FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIDNS

The process of modernization in India in its crude

forms began with the advent of the British in the 15th

century. Initially, as conceived by Lord tacaulay, it

wWas
perceived of as an attempt at westernizing the Indian people.

However, several disgsgsenting views within the country got

crystaliised along with the freedom movement. This led to

the integration of the rational humane and nobier aspects o3

indigenous culture with the best +traditions of scilence,

technol ogy, and culture of the West. Some of the

illustrative dissenting views that may be noted Were

expressed at different points of time by Dadabhai Navorcii,

Raja Ram Mohan Roy, Dayananda Sarswathi, ishwar Chandra Vicy:z

Sagar, Annie Besant, Vivekananda, Gokhale, Tilak, Gandhiji,
Jawahar Lal Nehru, and Sir M Vigvesgwaralah. A few movements
also came up liké the Arya Samaj, Brahmo Samaj, Theosophical
movement, etc., apart from the freedom movement which 1iseld
had a great potentiai for the modernization of Indian
society. The later part of the 19th century and the early
decades of the 20th century have been referred to as the
Renaissance in Indlsa. The pervading influence ot
developments in Europe in the closing stages of 18th century

and 19th century, developments in Rusgia in the earlier part

of the 20th century as well as the two ¥orld Wars which gave
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risa to thersetting'up of the United Nations in 1845, had a

cumulative effect on the modernization of indian saciety at

the time of independence, This i3 clearly reflected In the

blue print of a new society whose framework was defined by

the constitution of india enacted in 1950. Later this was
concretised through several instruments of social, economic
and political action. Adoption of the Five Year Planning
strategy for deuelopment to 1ift the Indian economy to
‘commanding heights', heavy emphasis on industrialisation 1in
the 2nd Five Year Plan and the creation of a large network of
publiie sector industries, development of political
institutions at the grass roots level through the Panchayati
Eaj Act 1959, popularisation of scientific methods of
agriculture through green revalution, crnannelisation of river
watersa through major hydei and irrigation projects, goid
control, nationalisation of banking and developmeént ot <O~
operatives for sugar, milk, and co-operative tinancial
institutions are all illustrations of the modernizing processa
in Indian Society.

Though Indian Society has been undergoing a process
of modernization, it was only in 1366 that modernization as a
transparent objective of education came on surface, when the
aducation commission headed by Dr B S Kothari considered it
335 such {n the Report entitled ‘Education and National
Development!®. The Indian Parliament adopted this Report {in

1368, Since then, modernization has come to stay as one of

the explicitly stated objectives of Indian education.
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Modernization 18 &a macro-level, all-pervading,

diffusive process of social change that cuts across the

economic, social, and political life of a soclety. It may

include technological changes in the fieids of agricul ture,

industry infrastructural development and support services.

It may include the emergence of economic institutionz such as

those of banking, commerce and trade and the setting

up  of
poliitical institutions for decentralised planning and
development of a sophisticated bureaucracy as weii as &

compiex network of institutions for management of the ctate.

There may be changes in social institutions,  marriage anc

kinghip, family structure, status of religion in sccial

iifte.
etc.. Simiiarly, large~scale structural changes as weii a:
phenomenai expansion of formal and non-formal educationz

gsystems may also be part of this wmodernizing process

it ia felt that the end state of these processes ¢
modernization may be consldered to be the creat:on o

sustainable enlightened civii society, whose tool it
*universal reason' and whose goal is ‘human welfare'. The
creation of such a sopciety implies a metamorphic chang2 i
the iives of the people, a large scale change in their habit:
of social life, thinking processes, attitudes and values.
This contemplated end state of change may be conceived of ac
‘modernity’. :However, for any given point of time modernit:

can be considered to be a set of attitudes and behaviours

that are commensurate with this end state.
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Education, then, i{s one of the chief instruments of

developmant of mo@ernity. Herelr. heavy rellance ls placed an

the " system of formal education which comprisss of schoolis,

colleges, universities and other institutions of higher

learning. It 1i{s recognised that the very atmosphere in a

gsociety, the immediate community environment, the Ffililal

influences, the mase media, the religious institutions have

all a facilitating or degrading influence on the 1individual

members of a sgsoclety with regard to the development of

modernity. However, faormal educatlion as an 1netrument of

promotion of modernity has to be treated differently from

these institutions. This is because heavy public

invegtmenta, investment by the *States’ are made on education

in lIndia. It is but natural to expect, apart from other
eupectations, the development of personalities who have a
modern outlook and corresponding behaviour. At the same

time, it i3 also essential to examine whether there 1is any

jevel of eduéation whose completion should be the basic
minimum requirement for the deveiopment of modernity. In
otﬁer words, the relative efficiency of different leveis of
education in promoting modernity is also of congiderable
significance. Identification of theose ‘criticai’ minimum
jevela of educatlion for promotion of modernity shouid have a
bearing on future policy decisions on educaticnal investments
in India.

.This research study has been an attempt to examine

the performance of educatlon in promoting modernity. It  Thas
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algo examined the relative performance of different levels of

education In the promotion of modernity.

Perspective

For purposes of this study, modernity was conceived

at the individual level as consisting of flve Dimensions,

viz., Change Proneness, Scientific Orientatiaon, Democratic

Orientation, Secular Drientation, and Achievement OUrientation

as reflected {n 8 Areas of life viz., Education, Employment,

Marriage and Family, Religious life,

Political life, 3Social

lite, Health and Hygiene, and Economic life. This conception

ig holistic In nature as {t agynthesises two classea of

theories, namely {1} the atructure function model and the

process model as well as (ii} the socio-psychoiogicai mode .

Modeenity i3 a socio-paychological state, in a person, o2r a
network of attitudes and behaviour which has been infiuvenceg
by the given social structures and the ongaing processes.
Modernity has been studied here as a socio-
paychological state in an individual taking into account, 1in

an implicit way, the effect of given social structures and

ongoing social processes.

Review of related literature

An attempt was made to review the empirical studies
related to the study of education and modernity. Based on
the review, several iInasights were drawn which assisted the

formulation of hypotheses.

Hypotheses

Foliawing were the hypotheses formulated for the

pregent study.

1 There 1{s no significant relationship between levels of
education and modernity in terms of attitudes of
respondents.

2 There is no significant relationship between levels of
education and modernity {in terms of behaviour of
respondents.

3. Differences in levels of education do not affect the
relationship between education as well as attitudinal anc
behavioural moderntty.

a Yariables sguch as sex, marital status, religion, ©place
of residence, migration, occupation, lncome, twpe of
schooling and exposure to mass media do not influence the
relationship between levels of education and modernity o:
regpondents.

Variables

In this study, Education, defined in terms of
levels of completed schooling or higher levels of educatian
was treated as the Independent variable.

Modernity defined in terms of attitudes and
behaviours {and convergence between the two) was the
dependent variabie.

Attitudinal modernity was measured in terms of the
‘geore' obtained by individuals on the Attitudinai Modernlity

Scale.
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Behavioural modernity is understood based on the

proportion of respondents who have demonatrated positive or

negative behaviour for the behavioural items given 1in the

schedule. Behaviourzl items correspond te the Areas of 1lfe

as in the case of attitudes.

The intervening variables cansidered are: Sex,

Marital Status, HReligion, Occupation, lncome, Type Df

schooling, Flace of residence, Migration, and Exposure tc

mass media,
Hethodology

For the present study, normative survey method W

w

adopted. The design followed was as follows.

Sources of data

Primary aata - quaiitative and aguantitative -
pertaining to the attitudes and benaviour of individusz
reapondents constituted the major dats =ource. In additio

te this secondary data from census publications ana othe:

iiterature were aisco used at various phases of the study.

Sample

Samples for the study were drawn following gquot:
sampling. The sample selected consisted of male and femalc
aduits resgiding i{n Cochin taluk of Ernakulam district, whe
were born between 1962 and 1964. Seven hundred {ndividuals
belonging to different levels of education, inciuding

illiterates were selected through gquota sampling.
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Tools

The data required for the pressnt study were

collected through a schesdule. The scheduie had three parts :

Part i ! General {information sachedule for gathering
information on {indepengent and intervening
variables,

Part Il : Attitudina! modernity scale for measuring
attitudinai modernity. The attitudinai
modernity scale was constructed andg
standardized for the study - toliowing
Thurstone technique. It was founa to pe wvalid
and reliabie.

Part 111:

Items pertaining to behavioural modernity.

Collection of data

Fieid work for collection of data for the study was

conducted in Cochin taluk of Ernakulam district tn Keraia.
Field work was carried out {n two stages - Filict and Main
study. Pilot study was done in Chellanam Panchayat ot Cochin
taluk. The 1insights drawn from the pilot study Were
incorporated in the main study. For the main study all areas
- rural and urban ar2as of Cochin taluk except Chellanam -

were covered. Data were collected by canvassing schedulsas

through household survey.

Analysis

The attitudinal responses were anaiysed using ANOVA

and aiso Duncan's Multiple Range Test. Case study technigue

has aiso been used at certain places. Behavioural items as
welil as Cognitive dissonance have been analysed using
percentages.
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Scope of the Stugy

The study has been essentially interested in the

relationship between Jevels of education and individual

modernity. It was confined to the study of modernity 1in
terms of attitudes and behavicur - only - of indiviguals ia
the context of their educational levels,

Attitudinal modernity with regard to tive
Dimenszionz were inciuded in the study. Simila:riv, eight
major Areas of l{fe were alsc considered Lt Studying
attitudinal modernity.

Behavioural modernity as reflectec ir seiected
Areas of life were examined in the study,.

An  attempt wase also made in order o identitwv
whetner there was any ‘critical tltevel! of educestion with
reference te attitudinai modernity of incividuais.

In order to know whether there is anv in:.uences ot

other characteristice and attributes of indivioguzis in tne
relationship between education and modernity, a et Oof
varisbieg were included In the present study. These  were:
sex, marital status, religion, place of residence. migraiior,
ococupation, income, type of schooling, and exposure to mEss
media. An analysis of this sort was attempted on.y 1In tne
cage of attitudinal modernity.

It was also essential to know whether attituge and
behaviour of individuals move in similar directions. AN
ctfort 1is made to this effect in analysing the cognitive
dissonance, defined as convergence/divergence of attitudes

and behaviour of Individuals.
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- Findingsa of the Study

Profile of the Sample

Sample selected for the present study is by and

large representative of the tradlitional Indian apciety

exnibiting certain characteriatics of a sgoclety making a
transition from the traditional to the modern.

They mostly belong to lower middle class and lower
strata of society. A majority of respondents in the sample
are non-migrantg to Cochin engaged in skiiled or unskilled
manual labour. They kncw three or more languages including
Malayalam. They are unmarried, non-vegetarians without any
habits. They are without any organised savings and are not
members of social and poiitical organizarions. They know how
to use catculators. A majority of the respondents belong To
gitend2d tamiiies and thetir parents have not studied even in
the limited cases beyond SSLC. Their fathers are skilisd or
ungikilled manual labourers whereas their mothers are mostiy
houcewives, They belong mostly to lower middie or low income
housenolds, owning the house in which they live, having smail
land holidings, and beiﬁng to lower middie or low category
gven 1n terms of ‘Living Standard Index'.

The married respondents have got married after they
attained the minimum age for marriage and accepted arranged
marriages, married within their caste, accepted the custom of

dowry, adopted birth control measures and modern child care

practices.
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Education and Modernity

Attitudinal Modernity

The findings of the study are classified wunder

relationships between education and Genera! modernity as well

a8 between education and components of modernity in various

Areas of life and Dimensions.

A. There 13 a significant relationship between
education and General modernity. It means that as jevel of
education rises, modernity of a person, in general, alsc
rises.

B. This result is also true in zase of all tne
Dimensions of modernity except Change pronenesc. It is aisc
true In all Areas of life. Differences cbserved with regarc
to Change proneness among people with different tevels of
education and no educatlion &re not significant. Al
reapondents have recorded a moderately high score on Change

proneness.
C. Critical levels of education

The level of education which is critical witt
regard to the degree of modernity of & person in genera..
appeara to be the Upper Primary level of education. The
slowly rising curve of general modernity takes a leap at this
stage andris steady thereafter. However, this critica! level
of education gets shifted when the components of modernity

are examined.
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The lower primary level of education ls observed to

be critical with regard to Democratic orientation and in the

Area of Marriage and family.

The Upper primary level of education is observed to

be critical with regard to Scientific orientation, Heal th

and hygiene as well as Economic life apart from General

modernity.

For all other Areas of life: Education, Empioyment,

Religious life, FPolitical! life, Bocial life as weli xS foi

Secutar orlentation and Achievement crientation, it is the

secondary level of education which has emergea as the

criticai jesvel.
D. Intervening Variables

When the resuits obtained with

regard o the

I

relationship between Education ang attitudinal modern. iy were

looked at against the background of each of the intervening

variables, the following findings emerged,

Marital atatus, Migration, and Type of scnocoling
did not affect the relationcships

Sex, Religion, and Place of residence were found to
influence the relationship between education and eome
companents of attitudinal modernity. Inferences drawn from
case studies, indicated that income, occupation, and exposure

tc mass media influence the relationship between education

sand attitudinal modernity.
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Behavinural_ﬂodernity

Three different patterns were observed in the

relationship between levels of education and behavioural

modernity., FPositive relationships were ohwserved in the Areas

of Education, Marriage and Family, and Social Life.

'Curvilinsar! retationships {like a ‘hyperboia') wers

observed in the Areas of Reiigious Life, and Marriage and

Family. HNo relationship was observed in some aspects in the

Areas of Marriage and Family Rellgiocus Lite, Social Life,

Poiitical Life, and Health and Hyglene. it may therefore be

inferred that education and behavioural modernity need not

necessarlly be assgoclated.
Cognitive Dissonance

In general, moderate dissorance i3 observed across

levels of eagucation witn regard to attituaes ang
corresponding bephaviours relating to modernity.
Conclusionsg

Several significant and interesting conclusions
have emerged from the study. Jre of the first conclusions

that appears on surface i{s that formal education taken as
schooling is not an essential ingredient for the minimum
levelas of modernity observed {n the sample. Modernity score
has been derived for sach of the 700 respondents using an
attitudinal scale of modernity. The score can range from
Zero to eleven. The average for each group af 100

respondenta belonging to varicus levels of education as well
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as l]lliterates have been obtained. Thecretically, it is
possible that the average of a particular group can range
from zero indicating the total absence of modernity to eleven
indicating the end state of total or perfect modernity, The
average deernity gcore  on ‘General Modernity' even for
i1literate is 5.0334, It means that there is modernity aIMOARE
respondents who have not been ta & school. The very process
ot modernization in & soaciety, the influence of various
social Institutions in & society, and the immediate community
have a modernizing influence. Indian social life appears La
b2 caught in a level of modernity. However, it <=hould be
usefuli to examine whether formal education e KES &
marginal/substantial difference in promotion of peopie to
higher levels of modernity. In this context, it i ocbsecved
that there are relative differentiale in the average
modernity scores of respendents belonging to varicus 1evetls
of education. These differences have turned out tc Dpe
statistically significant. A deeper analysis showed tLhat
upper primary level of educatlion appears to be the crir.iza:
minimum tevel at which and beyond which the differences :roOm

tlliterates become significant. This conclusion shouig acxt

o

as a strong impetus to the proposal for the provision ot
minimum level of seven years of primary education in [ndia.

One may wonder whether lower primary education has
no bearing on the promotion of modernity at all. But this is
not true. When the relationship between levels of education
and modernity was examined for five Dimensions and eight

Areas of life separately, the lower primary education turned
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out to be the critical minitmum level for stgnificance ot mean

dlfferences for the Dimension Democratic orientation and in
the Area of Life Marriage and Family. it 13 also true that

upper primary level of education 1z not =sufficient tor

significant differentlals with ililterates I{n certain Areas

of life and for certain Dimengions. Regulta have shown that
mean differences have turned out to he significant at the
zecondary level for the Dimensions, Secular worilentation,

Achievement orientation as well as in the Areas of Religious
11fe, Political life, Social life, Education and emplioyment,

It means that upper primary ecucatlion may not also
be asutficient to guarantee complete medernity in such
Dimensions as Secular orientation. This discovery should be
of tar-eaching signiticance ror a pluralistic society like
India. The long term goal ot sducational planning should
aoneentrate on minimum levels of secondary education for aill
the citizens. [t is incidentally noted that this iz by and
large the prevailing achievement in the developed West.

Another important conciusion arising from the study
{3 that though formal education tinterpreted as jower primary
education for one or two Dimensions/Areas of life, as  upper
peimary education for geveral Dimensions/Areas of life, and
gecondary education for certain Dimensions/Areas of lite:
doea have a bearing on leuels nf medernity, this interence
cannot be held good uniformiy for all cross-gections of the
3ampie. There are certain other varlabiee which inriuence

the relationship. In other words, variations are observed

acrogg gubgroups in the sample with regard to the mean
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modernity Saores, that i3, certzin variables intervene to

disturb the given relationships. The intervening wvariables

thus discovered are gex, religlion, place of residence

(rural/urban) whiie certaln other variabies 1ike tespondents’

marital status, migration and type of schooling (by
management} which were originaliy hypothesized to influsnce
this reiationship did act turn out to be so. Maies have

recorded a significantly higher mean difference than the
females, Thia 13 not surprising given the male dominated

structure of Indian society where women ars soccilalized to be

more conservative than men. This i3 the result ebtained in a
region where a high incidence of matrlarchal characteristics
exists, untike most other regions of India. However, this

finding turned ocut to be different at the post-zgraduats and

protessional level where mean modernity scores between men
and women did not significantiy differ. This m@means that
there 1a a2 nead for revamping of the sgchool and coliege

curriculum, especially perhaps the co-curricular experiences
in sucnhn a2 way that the male female differences in mean
modernity scores can be absorbed with the passage of time.
The curriculum may also be subjected to a content anaiygis to
identify a hidden curriculum which may pass on messages of
conservatlam for girls/women.

Surprisingly, the mean modernity scoreg across
various levela of education for rural samples turned out to
be significantly higher than that of wurban <samples. One
expianation for this is that the demands of urban life such

as housing, competitive access to heaith and ather services,
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grester expoaure to a wider cross section of snciety may tend

to affect adversely the contribution of education to the

leval of modernity. Hence = gstronger effort towards the

promotion of modernity is called for in schools jocated in

urban areas.

In the absence of adequate quota of gub samples for

analysis, a few case studies were made to ervamine the

int luence of income, occupation, and exposure to masse medlz

on their relationship between education ang mogernity.
Contrasting cases were taken for the intervening variabies

and for the same level of education. A& gualitativs anaiwve

analvslc

ghowed that all the three variabies are zigniticant. €t
it 1is feit that this anziysis would not be adequaire to draw
meaningful conclusions.

through history. Even this study was curlous to know whet e
attitudinai changes that can be exciusively atiributec e
education <can have corresponding overtones with regard Lo
vehaviours of individual respondents. As such cognit:ve
vtissonance analysis is made to examine the re:ationsaip

tetween certain behaviours as corresponding to the attitudes

in certain Dimensions/Areas of iife, acCross jevels or
education. The study has revealed that the givern levels of
dissonance/consonance are moderate, Dissonancce has been
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ohgserved in certain Areas of lifesDimensiona such as Marriage

and tamily, Religicus tife, Perhaps educationsschooiing

cannot by itself bring about modernity in both behaviour and

attitudes. Schooling can 2nly bring about the degired changes

in attitudes. In order to enlist the support of tamily 1in

bringing about corresponding modern behaviours in marriage

and family one may have to depead upon  adult education,

voluntary social action eta.. However, the 3chooia have to

be aware af the incidence of diszonance and teachers have To

be orientated towards ths same.

Flnaily, one aguestion that remains 1is whetner

education can lead inaian society to greater and nldner
heighta otr modernity in the years to come. The reply is a
definite ‘yes'. This i= based on the discovery Tthnat the

average indian {3 ‘change-prone’. The mean modernity 3cors
on change-proneness 1is 9.1796 (cut of 11} for all the 7750
regpondents In the sample Iincluding that of ijjiterates wnose
mean modernity score i3 89,1515, This {3 a regeeming
discovery of the study. Whatever differences in modernity
appear across levels of education are with regard to  tne
gdirection of ‘change’ such as Democratic orientation, 3ecular
orientation, Achievement orientation, and Scientitrins
orientation acrogs wvarious Areas of lite. Hence, a wel:-
planned system of education intended to promote modernity
would be successful. The long term goai shouid be the minimum
provision of secondary education for all the citizens, while
the immediate and compelling pian shouid be for the
univergailisation of 7 years of primary educsation which shouid

be treated as ‘on top priority’.

Analysis of Variance (ANOVA} {is a statistical
method of dividing data into different parts, each part
aggignable to a2 known Epurce cause, or factor. This methed
was developed by R A Fisher in 18923, The method, whan
applied to experimental data assumes a certain design of the
experiment, which determines the number of relevant
factor/causes of variation and the logical significance of
each one of thém.

In gimple terms ANOQVA 1s the test of the
significance of the differences between the means of a number
of different populations. The problem of .testing the
gignificance of the differeﬁces between a number of peang
results from experiments: designed to study the variation 1in

a dependent varjable with wvartation in an independent

variable.

One-Way Analysis of Variance
One way ANOVA provides a composite test of the
significance of the difference between a set of means. To
test- the sgignificance of the difference between ‘k' means
using the ANOVA, the following steps are invoived.
