A gtuiy of the extent of utilisation of the efuca=
tional facilities made herein in rogarid to enxolment
and utiliszticn under the eschames ovar a rnariod of time
provide an understanding of the trends and status of
utilisation of educational factlities, It may also
provide a picture of regional disparities among the
districts in utilization, But if it ies observed that
enrolment and utilication under the schenes are not
adernate and {f some dlstricts have been observed to
1a3 behind the others, then a stuldy of extent of
utsilisation will not provide sufficiont directions
for change, For the pumose of £#inding new directions
for change and better performance, one has to dlagnoee
the congtraints and problems faced by the clientele
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in educatiocn. such problans vary and may assume

several fomms such aa those of personal, adiinistrative
and eccnonmic.

A study of the nroblane faced by the Scheduled
Caste ehildren in the utilisation of the oducational
facilities was made for this purpose, It was set in
Bangalore dlstrict which iz one of the districts whose
rerformance in enmlmont A utilisation under the
ejucationtl schomes is relatively bettor, “he rroblems
£aced by the clientele 4n this respoct will nrovide
insights into the Basic minimwm nrohlems faced by the
Sehehiled Castes in generzl and honce a alcro study
of the problens was set in the context of the mecro
stuly of the extent of utilisation. The findings with

Considerably large number of raspondents have
jodnod standard L peyond the age of €, One out of evexy

mert 18 a greater nroblem among the Schedule? Caste
girls than among the Scheluled Caste boys. (This
vae confirmed by tho ine.depth case stwly,) Late
enrolriont 1s a greater problem in high wagtage than
in low westage ranges. Thers are mors over-aged in
Lovwer r‘rimary thon in Highsr Priary standards which

The major reason for late enrolment among giris

Each
child is supoeed o receive &0 dresses, bhut the mrber
of Arcoses distributed ranges betwecn cne and four,

{n the onrolmont of the Scheduled Castes. Further, (¢
is obsorved thot this growth rate in the enrolment of
the Scheduled Cestes has been alwaye higher than that
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of the growth rate in the enrolment of the non-Scheduled
Castcs taking the whole stage of nrimary education
(Stondords 1.VII), However when dota are emamined
seporately for the Lower Primaxry and the Higher Primary
stages, it 13 observed that the differential growth rate
in enrolment bhotween the Scheduled Costes and the none
Seholuled Castes is in favour of the Scheduled Castes
et the Lover !rimary stoge which it iz in favour of the
noneScheduled Castes at the Higher "ri-ary stages. This
trend is true in case of enrcliment of both bove and
girls during the reference period, 1961-62 to 1977-78,

The Alversc trond in the enrolment of the Scheduled
Castes and the nonsSchejuled Casten at the Lower and the
Hichar i‘rinary stages, can be ewplained by the fact that
tha two groups stood on a different footing with respect
to their oaducational situation at the beginning of the
reference period vhen the drive for compulsory Primary
EAucation in the state had just begun, It may be
rocalled that Comulsory Prinary Education Act in
tarnataka state was passed in 1901, At that time the
provision of echool faocilities in rural sreas was very
moor and particination of the icheduled Castes in the
schooling proceas was very low, A8 such offorts were
pttamted tovards a masaive quantitative exnpansion of
school education, wherein, provision of atleast a lower
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vrimary school for ewary child in the school qoing age
and within a walkable Aistance of a maximun of 1.5 J¥m

was one of the targets., This target was ochieved by

1975 as per tho report of the Third All India Edueo-

tion Suwey.* The Scheuled Caste childrem began to
participate in larger nmabors in school oducation at

the Lower Prinary stage and most of them ware the

first generation learners, Hut thelr enthusiasm in
education rose only upto the Lower .’rimary stage, On

the other hand the non=Scheduled Casnte among whom there
was oonoidorable school ~articination at the lower Primary
stage continued to keern up their lavels of enrolment at
that gstage and roach highor heights in regard ¢to enrol.
ment at the liigher Prinary stages, Now that considerable
progreas has beon made in the enrolment of the Scheduled
Cagten 2t tho Lower Primary stage, it is high time that
the focus in cnrolment of the Scheduled Castes ahall not
only be limited to the Lower Primary stage hut it should
alse ba Airocted towards their enrclment at the Higher
Prinary stage. In other words, the lovels of asnirotion
of the icheduled Castes in achool education is also to be

boosted up.

Though there has been improvement in enrolment
in Karnataka State in the roference period, still the

overall performance 48 not raprescntative of the trends
across the gtato,

Only seven districts viz,, Bangalore Urbon,
Gelgatm, Bifanur, Dakshina "annada, Dherwad, Hodecu and
Uttara Xonnada have turred out consistently good rerfore
mance in the enrolment of the Scheduled Castes and the
noneScheduled Castes at the Lower and the Higher trimary
gstagegs, It is interesting to note that except Bangalore
Urban Aistrict vhere the state eopital is situated, the
others which belong to integrated regions of Xarnataka
had a better educational tradition at the time of inte-
gration, excent Kodagqu which was an indenendent district
and which has a district ethnic charactor maried by a
higher degree of utiligation and alsc the highest literacy
in the whole state, The others came from the Bombay and
Mpdrag Karnataka regions which were formerly administered
by the British :residency. Frivate enterprise was also
‘aite high in many of thesa distriects. However, it is
also true that emcept Bangalore Urban district the othess
had the Schaduled Caste population lower than thoichee
Aulod Caste population in the state, Further, the 1iteseay
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rates also were considorobly higher in these districts
than that of the state averageo,

All the other districts belonged eo regions called
a8 Prinecely states, Cf€ them, Didar, Gulbarga, Haidm;r
and (hitrajurga districts turned out consistently bad
performance, The first three named districts belonged
to Hyderabad-Karnatak region formerly ruled by the
iigam of ii/derabadi, They had very low litcracy rates
at tho time of integration. Chitradurga district had
quite a high proportion of Scheduled Caste ponulation
(18,2 per cent) while the propertion for the State i3
13,14 ver cent only.

The narforrmance of Folar and Tumkur Algstricts
have been mosthainful as they turned out deteriorating
performance in enrolment and theae two districtes are
closest to Bangalore Urban district where the state
capital 1s located, The district heade marters of both
these districts are hardly 60 kms, from Bangalore city,
which is the state capital., It is 2 case of shadow
undar the lamp, Iliowever, it is alsc to be noted that
the perecentage of Scheduled Caste ponulation in Kolar
district 18 23,9 It 1s the highest for the wvhole

state,
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A sex~vise analysis of cnrolment shows that the
trends are similar to that of the general trenis,

Similar results have been observed with respeet to
onolysis of growth rates in enrolment., Only some Aist-
inct featurcs ean be roealled here, For instanee Bangoe
lore Urban -listrict has recorded faster growth rate in
enrolment furing the seventeen vear neriod in resnect of
the Scheduled Castes and the non=Scheduled Castos at the
Higher Primary stage and the non=Schoduled Castes at the
Lover Primary stage, The credit for the highest growth
rate anong the Scheduled Castes at the Lover rinary
ptage has been taken avay by “odagu district, PRellary,
Chitraiurga, ulbarga and Tunkur districts have reccrded
vory low growth rates. It {8 intcresting te know that
though Kolar district showed a detoriorating trend in
torms of percentyne of enrolment, etill the rate of
grovth of enrolment in rolar district had not been bad.

211 the districts in 013 Mysore regicn which was
also camprised of a princcly state md was ruled by a
King inown for his bencwolence dAislayed mix 3 type of
results with respect to both anrolment and growth rates

in enrolment,

In general it may be sald about growth rates in
enrolment that vherever they have beon sffected, it has
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bmsomtlybmo!wmgrwth rates in the
case of girle at the Higher ?rinary stages,

In conclusion about the nerforiance of the state
and the districts therein with respect tc enrolment
and growth rates in enrolment it can bhe said that the
performance has heen what it is due to historical and
non=historical factors., For inatance the listricts
which had 2 better traditicn and education maintained
better nerfomances and the distriets which began with
a low profile contimed to o sc. Thia fact reinforces
the assunption that a richar education atmosnhere pro-
motes a higher particication of schooling vhile a poor
educational atmosthere lacks tha notontial o Ao 8o,
ilowevaer, such an explanation is not adeqnete, This is
because that in somedistricts with a pocrer educational
atmosphere, imHr venents have been recorded vhile thore
are instances of deterioration ir dlatricts which began
with a better cfucational situastion. »As such there are
non-historical foctors such as the orgenisational, advinie
gtrative factors vhich contribute to the performance with

roagnoet to gchool rertictiration,

Explanation apert, there iz a need to {dentify the
aistricts which are laguing dehind in enrolment, f£ind
out the nature of imbalance in cnrclment nerfornance
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(casto.wise, lsvelewise ana sex-uwise) and redress the
problena as well as remove the constraints in proqress.
In cthor words, there is a need to fidentify the Alst-
ricts vhich needl additional attention, The present
study brings ocut that the following dictricts vig,,
Kolar, Tumkur, Zidar, Gulbarga and RKaichur require 2
high priosrity in the future planning exercises in
Karnataks state. 4 higher enrclment drive in these
districts would promote noct only growth in general but
also bring about epmity in performance which are the
tuin constitutionz) goals of developnent, This sdoes
not mean that the other districte 4o not merit the
attention of the educational planncrs, The nresent
better nerformance of some of tha districts has to be
maintained and the districts which are showing mixed
performance should be attended to with resvect €0 such
aspects as thoy need attention. A detalled analysis of such
performence and the following attention required is
already presentod ir the body of the thesis.

A. Qepexal cheskyations !

The overall performance of Xarnataka state with

resnect to utilisation of educational facilities and in
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tems of Alotricts has been neither nocd nor bHade
t/hile utilisation has been good with resrect v the
Lover Primary stace in some districts, 1t 18 so at
the Higher rinary stage with resrect to some other
districts, Only in some Alstricts such as Bongalere
Urban, Bangalore Rural, Bellary, Dakshina Kennada,
Hassan, Kodsou, “andya and uttara Kannada Aistricts,
utilisation has been relatively batter both at the
Lover /rimary and the Higher ri-ary staces, todacu
district in particular has turned out an exeellent
performance in the utilisation vnder the sghemes at
the lower Prinmary stane,

ihere 18 much o bHe dasired in the verformance
of Aigtricts like Bidar, Bifapur, Chicknagalur, Chitra-
Adurgs, Jharwed, Gulbarga, folar and ilyaore Alstricts at
the Lower as wall ap at the illgher rimary starje in the
utilisation of the schenes, It is interesting to recall
that while idtjapur, dDharwad and [Myvsore had turned out
relatively better nerformance in enrolment Aistricts
1ike ildar, Chitraturga, wulbarga and olar districts

had turncd cut had nerformance in enrolment,

Further, districts like Belgaum an? Raichur have
not dcne well at the Hichar Primary stage vhile digtricts
1ike Shimoga and Tumkur have not 4cone well at the Lower
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Primary staqe, Belgaum ana Shimoga Alsplayed hekber
performance in enrnlment ecmnared to Rolchur and
Tumkur resvactively,

In the context of the foregoing ohservations
it is Aifficult to arrive ot clear and definite
gencralisations apout tha relation between utilisation
and cnrolment. (his is because that a few districts
which have done well in enrolment nerformance have not
done 8o with regard to utilisation under the schenes,
On the othar han? there ars a few distriets which had
not Jdone well in enrolmant but had done so in utilisae
tion, In addition, there sre districts which have
done well in enroiment as wall as utilisation, liow-
ever, it may be concludad keeping in view dlstricts
like Dangalore Urbon, Bellary, Dakshine Hannada, Fodangu,
Mandya and Uttara Kannada, that by and large a hetter
utilisation of focilities in generel is associated with

a better performance in enrolment,

B, In regard to utilisation under the various
gcheames, it i{s observed that the porformance has besn
vanting in regard to some schemes such as those of
npPree Supply ¢f Textw-books®, “Un{ forms, Books and
Slates”, "Merit Seholarships®, and"iocstel Facilitiee®,
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¥hile the norformance has heen wanting in regard
to utilisation by the Scheduled Castes hoth at the Lower
“rimary and the tiigher rimary stages in regord to "Text
books", it is so among them with regard to utilisation
at the Lower “rimary stage of Uniforms, Books and Slates.
kelatively the utilisation hy the non-Schedtuled Castes
is better ot the Lower “rimary stage, in contrast to
the utilisation by the Scheduled Castes except in case
of the non-Scheduled Cagte hoys for the Uniforms, Books
and ‘lates schene, vhere the perfon:ance of the Scheduled
Casths ond the noneschedvled Castes are similar,

The performance of the Schedulaed Castee again at
the hHigher Yrimary stage is wanting in regard to utilisoe
tion under the "™Mide=day fiesals®, “lerit Scholarships“,

" ispte)l Facilitiea® and "lext-books® for bovs and -

i pext-bookg® and "Pre-Matrie scholarships” for girls,
Utilisation by the Scheduled Lastes in general is wante
ing for all these schemas. In contrast the utilisation
by the non=Scheduled Castes leaves much ¢tc be desired
from boys for Pre-tatric snd ‘iostel Facllitiesm only
and awong girls for Attendance S5cholsrshing and Hogtel

Facilities,
In general it is observed that the performance by

the Schaduled Castes has been far helow that by the
noneScheduled Castes in regard to utilisation under the
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ochemes. mony hoth the aorouns {.c,, the ichefiled
Castas end the non-Cchehi)ed Canten the rerformance
ta wanting both at the Lover and the [ligher Primary

stages, It 10 rore 50 in the coge of boys than in
the ease of girls,

in passeing, it méy be ncted that Uniforms, Dooks
and Clites gcheme 1s now restricted to hostal resie
dents.

Ypeble g in tilisatien

rhe case stuily of Bangalore district has broucht
to focus many nrohlems, unly the problams which seam
to be related to wastage diffarentlals are dlscuased
herc. fhere ig the rroblom of late enrclment of
children esneclially agirls in Standard I, Some narents
have beon indifferent to the neod to enrol thair
chilaren in nchool at tho right agee ‘here is a need
for boys to help at family occupation or take up paid
jobs during leisure or vacation, ‘Ihere ls 2lso the
need for same children to attend a dlstant school
ecither becmws: there 1s no school (lower nrinary /
hi-har nriwary! avallable close by or becausc the
mellum of tnstruction in the nearby schcol {3 not

the child's mother tongue,.
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There 15 the problem of commtation facilities
to and from school., In thie case when the boys may
walk, narents of airls may not oconsent to sending
them ¢to & distant school, Further, airls have to help
their parents at home =n? at fomily oocunation thouch
mere at home., These problems seem €0 contribute to
wastage zs they are more nronounce? in the case of
high westage ranges, Davonts ahould he endigitened
through ecammunity orientation proorsmroes on the needs
of elhucating thair Amghters,

There are prodlans in participating in thae
curricular activitias at scheol, Jot oming taxt=books
i & greater Hroplon among Movs and girls in the high
wagtage ranges, ‘hile boys and girls in the low wastage
rannges depend on borrowad books, a few girls in the low
vantoare rangee & not read those pubjects ot all, Conies
of text-books should be tept in the library so thit

chilaren can borrow and road them,

More qlrls than boys and more respondents in high
thon in low wastage ranges do not study at horne daily,
Some children in the high wastage ranges have the habit
of studying only when faced with tests and assignments,
To overcome this problem assignnents and tests should

be nhaset.out and nericileslly adrinistered vithout

over=hurdentng the children,

School insist on the production of birth certifie
@ates for the purpose of anrolnent a2t the first stand.
ard stage. JIhey alsc insizt on the production cf cacte
cartificates for granting beneflts under the varicus
schemes meant for thelr elueation (apcelal sducational

facilities). The paxents of ~cheiwled Caste children
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covered in this stuiy have reportesd that thoy had to
experionce several Alfficultios to obkain these cortifi-
cates such ao loss of daily wages, epeniing on transport,
bribing ‘-‘eraoninel etc, To alleviate this nroblem, it is
recorronded that more simple nrocedures may be introduced
for tha issuing of coste ond birth certificates to the
students. ¢hile the master records and reglesters could
be maintained at the central offices of the concerned *
organisation, corroration or municipclities, o skeletal
etaff should oo aoround, visiting the schools within the
firnt two months of the boginning of the school, make
necossary innuiries and isouc the certificates right at
the achools,

-roblap in tho utilisation of hencfits have also
bean rencrted by the parents of lcheduled Caste children,
It is observed that there has been wide variation in the
Alotribution of the rmantum of money put under each scheme
from school to school, for instance while students in
soma aschools have roceived throo books each the students
in some other schools in the same standard have received
only one book each., Similarly there is a variation in
the Aigtribution of hanefits under the Attendance Scholare
ship Schenc, the Trowligtric Scholarship Scheme and the

Hide=4day Meals lLcheanoe
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Parents also renorted thet they have to pay money
Sowards the benefits granted to theirchildron, The
&mount of money collected by the school as reported by
the parents for tho same type of bencfit also varies
fram school to school. It is not clear whether such
collection of money amounts to {llegal gratification,

On verification from the schools, it was learnt that
the school authorities are compellel o collect this
money towards transportation costs of materials under
the benefit schemes, The Assistant Edueational Officers
of the ooncerned Ranges also confirmed 4in turn that the
Janartment of Public Instructiondoes not pay the transe
portation coat of fetching materials to the schools, In
that casc, it io odvisable for the Denartment of [ublie
Instruction to doliver the materials at the school point
and enable the Schaduled Caste students to utilise the
benefits without thair parents having to pay for them,

In regord to utilisation of benefies under the Mid-
day Mosls ocheno, it is observed that there is a wide
coverage of children at present, IHowever, quite a few
schools which do not subsidise towards the management
cont of the lid-day lleals are not covered Wy the schame,
These schools are perhams located in relatively more
aigadvantaged areas vhere students arepredominantly of
Scheduled Caste and assistance under this scheme is
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greatly needel, As such this nractice of subsidizing
the costs by students may not be in the interests of

tho poorest of the noor, iones it may be advantageous

to supply extruded food to schools placed in disadvantaged

areas which failed to manage the cost of opcrations of
cooked food,

It is obeerved from an analysis of rates of benew
fits under the schemes in terms of kind or cosh that they
have been reducing gradually over the years due to
inflation, Therefore the rates under all tho schomas
should be increased reriodieslly so that the renl benofit
to the recinients from the achemas'al.ao increase or at
loast maintained at the some level, Only then can these
incantive schames prove % be inecentives in attracting
the children 40 attendschool regularly and perfornn well

at school,

In ecnclusion it is observed that efforts in the
education of tho Scheduled Castes in Karnataka State
are not wantinge GHather they need to be intengified,
pro~erly streamlined and monitcred so that the State
may achieve foster md conrrehensive rosults, Serious
and ronowed attontion should aloo be dovoted to the
Aiptricts which lug behind in porformance so that educo=-
tional growth can take place along with equity in

performances
